Overview of Grade 5 Math

NUMBER

Write and say whole numbers up to 1 000 000.
o The number 934 567 is read as “nine hundred thirty-four thousand five hundred sixty-seven.’
o The number 45 321 is (4 x 10 000) + (5 x 1000) + (3 x 100) + (2 x 10) +1.

Know the times tables (multiplication and division facts) to 81.

Understand different models of multiplication.

Divide 3-digit by 1-digit numbers and realize that remainders are treated differently, depending on the
situation.
o If 22 books are divided among 4 students, each student gets 5 books and 2 books are left over.
o How many 5-passenger vehicles are needed to transport 13 people? Three vehicles are needed,
because you cannot divide a vehicle into fractional parts.
o When 5 apples are divided among 4 people, each person gets 1 4 apple, because apples can
be divided into fractional parts.
o If 12 dollars are divided among 5 people, each person receives $2.40, because when working with
money, remainders are expressed as decimals.
Use estimation strategies and describe when and how to use estimation.
o Estimate about how many newspapers Aaron will deliver in one month if he delivers 48 papers

every day.

o Estimate long will it take to drive to a destination 2000 km away if you drive about 300 km per day.
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Compare decimals and relate decimals to fractions.
o 0.2 is 1% , and that number is greater than 0.02 which is 1%0.

Add and subtract decimals (to thousandths).
