Wander the Ravine  (Grade 6-12)
During this guided hike, students will gain in-
depth knowledge about the glacial spillway
that formed Last Mountain Lake and the
ravine thousands of years ago.

Late Arrivals or Cancellations:
Programs are not usually cancelled due to
weather unless requested by the school or in
extreme/unsafe situations. Please phone us to
let us know if you are arriving late. We will try to
accommodate changes, however, late arrivals
may result in program reduction or cancellation
due to other school booking commitments. 

Drinking Water:
Drinking water may not be available at your
program location. Plan ahead and bring filled
water bottles.

Safety:
In case of medical or other emergencies, all
groups must maintain their own transportation
while visiting the park.

In the Classroom:
Discuss with your students ways that they can
reduce their impact -— reduce packaging on
food items, recycle materials and respect the
natural environment during your visit.
