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Disclaimer – This sample template is intended to be used as a guide by municipalities to develop a bylaw. The content must be modified and formatted to suit the needs of the municipality. It is strongly encouraged that municipalities work with their legal counsel to ensure the procedures address the specific needs and capabilities of their council. 


Explanatory Notes 
A municipality has ability to determine its appropriate size of council provided there are at least two members of council in addition to the mayor or reeve. In a rural municipality that is divided into divisions, there must be one member of council for each division along with a reeve who is elected at large.

A bylaw to change the size of council must be enacted at least 180 days prior to the date of a general election. Refer to section 10 of The Local Government Election Act, 2015 for general election dates.

Note that the enactment of this bylaw requires public notice in accordance with the municipality’s public notice policy.

Optional matters and instructional information indicated in blue font must be reviewed, amended and removed as necessary. It is strongly encouraged that municipalities seek their own legal advice when drafting any bylaw.
