Explanatory Notes  
Municipalities have authority to enact bylaws respecting the safety, health and welfare of people in the municipality, and to protect people and property from hazardous practices. This sample bylaw can be used by a municipality to prohibit the filling of chemical spray equipment near water supply sources.

Optional matters and instructional information indicated in blue font must be reviewed, amended, and removed as necessary. It is strongly encouraged that municipalities seek their own legal advice when drafting any bylaw.

A BYLAW TO PROVIDE FOR THE PROTECTION OF PUBLIC WATER SUPPLIES


The Council of the full name of municipality in the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows:

1. No person shall fill any chemical spray apparatus at the following public water sources:
a. Site 1 – (insert legal land description);
b. Site 2 – (insert legal land description); and
c. Site 3 – (insert legal land description).

2. Any person found guilty of an infraction of any of the provisions of this bylaw shall be liable to (the penalties provided in the General Penalty Bylaw or other specified penalties within this bylaw).
If the Municipality wishes to offer the option of voluntary payments, please refer to “Voluntary Payment Option” (on sample bylaw page) for suggested terminology to be included within the bylaw.

3. Bylaw #____ is hereby repealed.

4. This bylaw shall come into effect on the day of its final passing.
