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2024 Spring Black Bear Hunting Supplement

Black bear hunting prospects are excellent for spring 2024. Populations will be at or above normal levels in the southern portions
of the provincial forest, forest fringe and in the central wildlife management zones (WMZs). Black bear populations in select WMZs
can support more harvest opportunities and we encourage Saskatchewan resident hunters to take advantage of a second black
bear licence in those areas. For a summary of regulations, programs and WMZs, see the 2023-24 Hunters and Trappers Guide at
saskatchewan.ca/hunting. The most up-to-date version of the guide is available online. Paper copies may still be available at
provincial licence issuers, Ministry of Environment field offices and select provincial park offices.

Note: Hunting licences, whether paper or electronic, and any required seals must always be carried with you when hunting.
Note: An unused black bear licence purchased in the spring season is also valid for the fall black bear hunting seasons.

Hunting is allowed in wildlife management units (WMUs) and national wildlife areas within a WMZ listed as open for big game. The exceptions are the Fort a La
Corne WMU and the St. Denis National Wildlife Research Area. Only provincial parks and recreation sites listed below are open to hunting.

When a series of WMZs is listed, it includes all zones within the series (e.g. WMZ 1-10 includes zones 1, 2E, 2W, 3,4, 5, 6, 7E, 7W, 8,9 and 10).

Reminder: landowner permission is mandatory when accessing land and bait

may not be placed without landowner permission. Make sure to avoid any activities
that may damage property (e.g. causing ruts by driving on wet fields).

Black bear baiting regulations

On Crown land, for the purpose of hunting black bear, no person shall:

Place bait for hunting spring black bear before March 1.

Fail to post a sign marked with the person's full name and address on the bait container.
Use prohibited materials as bait (see the 2023-24 Hunters and Trappers Guide for details).
Place any salt or salt products unless they are in a leak-proof, spill-proof container.

Place any bait that contains noxious weeds or exotic plants.

Use any carcass or parts of a domestic animal except trimmings received from a butcher.
Use bait that is not placed in a container.

Use a container with a volume exceeding 210 litres (45-gallon drum).

Use a container unless it is constructed to prevent a bear from becoming trapped.

Fail to remove bait and container at the end of the spring hunting season.

Use a container that can be removed from the bait site by a bear.

Requirements may differ in provincial parks. Please check with park managers before establishing bait sites.
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
